ARRANGEMENT FOR PHOTOGRAPHIC
COVERAGE OF THE ROYAL WEDDING

There will be a limited number of media stands positioned along the ceremonial route for photographers wishing to cover the Royal Wedding,.  All of these  photographic position will all be assigned in advance.   There will be a cost (yet to be confirmed) to cover the media stand provision for those positions marked with an asterisk (*).
There will be a limited number of positions available at the following locations.

1. The Queen Victoria Memorial (facing Buckingham Palace)*

2. The Queen Victoria Memorial (facing down the Mall)*TBC
3. Opposite Stable Yard Road (on the Mall)  
4. At the foot of  George VI statue (on the Mall)*

5. Horse Guards Roads Junction of Mall 

6. Horseguards Avenue (adjacent to the Duke of Devonshire statue)*

7. Richmond House (on Whitehall facing the Cenotaph)*

8. Parliament Square (North side facing the Palace of Westminster)*

9. QEII Green (facing Westminster Abbey)*

There are three ways to access the positions for photographers:

2. If you are represented by the SNS, the FPA, the PPA or the AACL, please contact your organisation who will discuss representation with Clarence House and the Cabinet Office.

3. Finally, if you are not represented by any of these organisations, a small number of places will be available by emailing royalweddingmedia@cabinet-office.x.gsi.gov.uk . 
4. The deadline for applying for a place is close of play on Friday 4/3/11 

Accreditation will only be available for photographers who have been granted a position.  Details of the requirements for accreditation will be sent out when the positions have been confirmed.

Payment, where applicable, for a use of a stand will be required prior to any accreditation being issued.  Detail of the cost will be sent to all photographers as soon as possible.

No ladders will be allowed on media stands and will only be allowed on ground pens with prior agreement.
Detail of the accreditation arrangement for reporters will be announced in due course.  

For any broadcasters details of their accreditation will be through the organisation which will be providing them with broadcast facilities.
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
