ARRANGEMENT FOR TELEVISION AND RADIO

COVERAGE OF THE ROYAL WEDDING

Arrangements for the broadcast coverage of the Royal Wedding on the 29th April 2011 are in the process of being finalised.  There are a very few remaining opportunities for radio and television broadcasters to gain access to the planned studios and stand-up/in-positions at Canada Gate, opposite Buckingham Palace. 

Broadcast coverage of the route and service will be provided by BBC, ITN and Sky.  If your organisation is an affiliate of any these organisations they should be your first point of call to secure access to the coverage.

Broadcast services will be provided by APTN and EBU on behalf of the Foreign Broadcaster Service and by the International Units of BBC, ITN and Sky.  Please contact your provider of choice.

There will be no positions for other broadcasters along the ceremonial route adjacent to the barrier line.  A limited number of positions may be provided by APTN and EBU on behalf of the Foreign Broadcaster Service at route locations away from the barrier line.
If you have not already contacted and reached an agreement with BBC, ITN, SKY or the Foreign Broadcaster Service (EBU & APTN), and would like studio space then please ensure that arrangements are in place by this Friday 25th February. No studio space requests will be considered after that date
