Transcript - The Duke and Duchess of Cambridge visit Birmingham after the riots

The Duke and Duchess of Cambridge visited communities affected by the recent riots in Birmingham today.

They began at Summerfield Community Centre in Winson Green, one of the city areas worst affected by the disturbances.
When they arrived The Duke and Duchess had a private meeting with the families of the three men who died when they were hit by a car.
Afterwards they met representatives of the three emergency services, some of whom had been injured in the line of duty, before meeting faith groups, local dignitaries, community representatives and victims of the disturbances.
They then visited the Machan coffee shop, a family-owned business in the city centre which was ransacked in the riots. 
However, after hard work, determintation and support from the local community, the business opened again the very next day.
The Duke and Duchess sat down with owner Ajay and his wife in their newly restored shop before leaving.
