Transcript - Regenerating Communities: The Prince of Wales visits Burnley

For more than 20 years The Prince of Wales has been championing heritage-led regeneration, and today he visited the Lancashire mill town of Burnley, to see the work of his charities in boosting the community. 

From Weaver's Triangle, an area home to a collection of 18th Century mill buildings, The Prince was greeted by the crowds. 

From local teenagers being helped by The Prince's Trust, to Business in the Community engaging organisations to regenerate the community, the charities are working together to make a difference in Burnley. 

AJ, The Prince's Trust:  "I've been working for The Prince's Trust for three years now, and my job involves working with young people and engaging them with Prince's Trust activities. Over the past three years we've worked with 1,300 people in Burnley. We've got five young people here today who are going to meet The Prince, two are now in the Army, two are in college - one is doing Engineering and one is doing Health and Social Care - and the other one is working at the Science Museum in Manchester so we've got really positive outcomes for these young people. 
"It's a joy to see this because I've grown up and lived in Burnley all my life, and to see opportunities for young people is fantastic and The Prince's Trust is doing some fantastic work for these young people."

Chloe Bradshaw, Member of The Prince's Trust Development Programme:  "Before I started with The Prince's Trust I didn't have respect for a lot of people. I wasn't getting on with my family and my mum and I didn't really know what I was going to do, and then working with The Prince's Trust they sorted me out and put me on the right path, and I decided I wanted to join the Army. So through them and the help I had with all the courses, I built my confidence up to then go for the selection, built my fitness up and then got in to the British Army and I've been in it a year now."

Traditional skills which The Prince is keen to preserve for future generations are being brought back to life inside the mill, with the help of The Prince's Foundation for the Built Environment.

The Prince of Wales:  "The other thing I'm extremely proud of is the fact that we've been able to bring in some employee volunteers from different companies through Business in the Community, and the knock on effect of that, I hope, could be quite substantial. So the fact that this is goping to be occupied and with any luck the football course, the academy and some of the student accomodation might be here in Weaver's Triangle really does give an opportunity to bring so much here back to life, and I really do believe it could become something very spectacular, which will really help to identify Burnley and I hope also gives some inspiration to others so they can see just how valuable it can be in terms of heritage-led regeneration."
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
