Charlotte Rostek, Curator: "I'm Charlotte Rostek, I'm the Curator of Dumfries House. The reason why the saving of Dumfries House was of such tremendous importance, was that it's contents, a collection of rare 18th Century Chippendale and Scottish furniture, was threatened to be sold, the collection was threatened to be dispersed at auction, and it was thanks to His Royal Highness's last minute involvement, that the sale was prevented and everything was saved for the Nation."
