Transcript - The Duchess of Cornwall goes on a Guerilla gardening tour of London 
The Duchess of Cornwall hopped on an old Routemaster bus today, armed with a lavender basket and a pair of shears, she took part in a Guerilla gardening tour.

Richard Reynolds, Guerilla Gardener: "My name is Richard Reynolds, I'm a Guerilla gardener and Founder of guerillagardening.org. I garden around my local area in Elephant and Castle in London, and I also spend a lot of time encouraging other people to do this.

"What I mean by guerilla gardening is gardening without boundaries, quite literally. This is gardening land that isn't actually yours, it's typically public, neglected space, somewhere where something could grow but it's just weeds. So we go out there and turn it into gardens, beautiful, edible all sorts of spaces. it's great today to have Her Royal Highness here, because this is about spreading the word, and about showing that anyone can do this."
Travelling around London, Her Royal Highness visited different sites where people are growing their own produce. 

Like The Prince of Wales, The Duchess is a keen gardener.

Throughout the day, the bus stopped at Walworth Garden Farm, before heading to Stannard Hall, and Myatt's Field Park Greenhouse project, which is part of a grow-your-own scheme.

Residents at Stannard Hall, are given a place to live, in return that they take part in the projects there. 

The residents decided to grow their own food, to bring the local community closer together, and now they grow a variety of plants, fruits and vegetables.
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
