Transcript – The Prince of Wales hosts Pakistan Flood briefing
The Prince of Wales met with delegates from a number of his charities and other organisations to discuss what can be done to help Pakistan following the terrible monsoon floods that struck the country earlier this year.

Through The Prince’s charity, Mosaic, a “Seeing is Believing” group led by entrepreneur James Caan was created to visit the region for two days at the beginning of October, and today reported back to His Royal Highness what they had seen there.

A number of The Prince’s Charities, including the British Asian Trust, which acts as a ‘social fund’ to charities in Pakistan, are involved in providing disaster relief to the region. 

The Prince of Wales:  “I am particularly interested to hear your reactions and a little bit of a report back and then maybe we can look back at what possible solutions, or what possible ways of responding to this could be put together in terms of the reconstruction effort, what again in realistic terms we could possibly do, what role I could possibly play in all this in trying to motivate even more of a response.” 
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
