Transcript - The Prince's Trust Ambassador: Luke Evans visits the Harlow Team Programme

Luke Evans, Actor and Prince's Trust Ambassador:  "Hello, my name's Luke Evans and I'm a Prince's Trust Ambassador and today I'm in Harlow with a group of young people. We've done a drama workshop and we've had a big talk about their experiences with bullying and how they've overcome them and got on with their lives.

"They've had motivational skill training and teamwork and it's been interesting to see their growth over 12 weeks."

Becky, Team Leader, Harlow Team Programme:  "The Prince's Trust Team Programme is a 12-week self-development programme for 16-25 year-olds, trying to get them in to training, education and employment.

"The team programme really does help young people. More than three in four young people have a success and go in to training, education or employment and I would say that is thanks to people like The Prince of Wales, who make these programmes possible and start them up and they've come to be very successful.
"This team have developed quite a lot actually especially in confidence. In week one they were a very quiet team, they didn't talk to each other very much, but now they want to be here, they want to get their qualifications and they want to do well in the future."

Luke Evans in conversation with Sebastian, a member of the Harlow Team Programme

Luke Evans: "So what do you want to do?"

Sebastian:  "I would like to become a plumber. I'm doing my NVQ Level Three as soon as I have finished this course, and I also have a job as a security guard in the 02 arena, so that's quite good, I'm going to do nights there and work in the day."

Luke:  "Is it a full time course?"

Sebastian:  "No it's a part-time so three days a week, and it will enable me to do my English course on the other days."

Luke:  "Busy boy then! Good luck."

Sebastian: "Yes! Pleasure to meet you Luke."

Luke:  "Nice to meet you."

Sebastian: "Today an ambassador came and spoke to us and he was very inspiring. His name was Luke and he's a film star but he's been through quite a lot, and it's really influenced us and made us want to move forward and be positive about things.

"My confidence has been built up tremendously, and now I'm able to converse with people that I wouldn't have been able to converse with before the programme."

Luke:  "They're young people, in their early 20s, late-teens, and one of them she would be the one that would never speak, and she was the first person who spoke this morning. She was really engaging and that could only have come from this course, she said that's what she was leaving with. 

Another one, she said she would never finish a course, she left college, she left schooling, she's never been able to finish something for different reasons and she's accomplished something here by fulfilling the whole course. So it's great, you can see that it's benefitted them and they are a lovely bunch, really lovely."
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
