Greg:  “Hi, my name’s Greg Levine and I am running the London marathon for Sentebale, which is going to be one real big challenge for me.

“But I think when you are running for a really worthy cause it makes it so much more fulfilling.  The whole charity fundraising element of it, and the opportunity to know that I can really make a difference in Lesotho, and as you can hear from my accent, I come from South Africa, so there is a natural passion and a natural commitment to the area and to the region.   And one thing is for sure that region needs a lot of support.  There are a lot of incredible and amazing people there, who just need the opportunity to grow and develop themselves, and a charity like Sentebale really gives an opportunity to so many people.  I am very proud to run the marathon for them and at the same time, and at the same time I feel really proud to be able to make a difference in somebody’s life.”
Daniel:  “Hi my name’s Daniel and I am running the London Marathon this year for Sentebale.  I have been to Africa, I have never been to Lesotho, but I have looked and seen it in the press and it is in the press a lot at the moment, what with the World Cup and everything.  With the poverty and the AIDS and the orphans, it just seems like a no-brainer to me, to help out as much as I can.”
Sophie:  “I am looking forward to it, I am not looking forward to the last six miles, because that tends to be very hard people tell me, but we will just make the best out of it, everybody cheering I would imagine, my new friend Daniel joining in!”
Daniel:  “Sophie has done a marathon and I haven’t, so I don’t even know if I am going to get around, but I suppose every little bit helps, and that’s all we can do really.”
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
