Transcript - Prince Harry visits Salford

18th August 2011

Prince Harry visited Salford today in the aftermath of the recent riots.  Salford saw some of the worst riots within Greater Manchester with shops and businesses being destroyed.
Like The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of Cornwall the day before during their visits in London, Prince Harry met representatives of the emergency services who had served throughout the disturbances, many of them receiving injuries.
First he visited Salford Fire Station and chatted with fire crew members who had been on duty, young people from the Salford Prince’s Trust team and volunteers and cadets who work to improve relationships with the local community.

His Royal Highness then met specially trained paramedics within the Hazardous Area Response Team (HART) who served during the riots, treating injuries and safely evacuating casualties in Manchester city centre.
Afterwards, Prince Harry visited Pendleton Police Station where he chatted to police officers who responded to the riots, some of whom were injured in the line of duty.
Prince Harry: "Are you about to go somewhere?"
