
Transcript – Prince William and Catherine Middleton visit St. Andrews

The university town of St. Andrews was buzzing with excitement today, when Prince William and his bride-to-be Catherine Middleton, returned to the place they first met.
Crowds lined the main North Street waiting for their arrival, cheering when The Prince and Catherine walked through the famous archway to greet them.

Prince William and Catherine both attended St. Andrews University, and their return to the Scottish town marked the launch of the university’s 600th anniversary celebrations.

The couple attended a reception at the Principal’s house and visited St Andrews museum, where they viewed the Papal Bull, before Prince William made a speech recalling his and Catherine’s fondness for St Andrews.

And so it must have done to generations of undergraduates before us – in fact 600 hundred years worth.
“It’s knowing that so many of Scotland’s finest brains and greatest achievers gained – and continue to gain - inspiration from this place, that makes me so proud to be the Patron of our university’s 600th Anniversary Appeal.

“So, Happy Birthday St. Andrews. Here’s to you, and here’s to the next 600 years. Thank you.”
