Transcript - Prince William speaks exclusively about the charity Skill Force

Today Prince William is visiting the Tower of London to meet young people helped by the inspirational youth charity Skill Force. 

The charity, of which Prince William is Patron, helps unlock the potential of young people before they leave school using the talents of former Service Personnel and others, to deliver motivational activities.

Today, Prince William speaks exclusively about his involvement:
Prince William – I chose Skill Force because, particularly with the current climate that we are in, with the Army, Air Force and Navy doing a fantastic job abroad, the military link that Skill Force bring to the education and the team-building and the confidence side of people’s lives, for lots of the young and disadvantaged children who don’t otherwise have the opportunity to express themselves or believe in themselves, or have the chance to prove themselves – the link between the military and them is so important to allow them a chance to grow.   I have seen some of the work they have done, I have met some of the kids they are involved with -  the kids are fantastic - and they need just that little bit of an extra opportunity, and Skill Force provide that.
Today young people from the City of London Academy in Islington, were taking part in a “command task” on the South Lawn of the Tower.
Without touching the ground, they had to imagine that they were crossing a raging river using only the equipment provided.
Having taken part in the same exercise at Sandhurst, Prince William helped out with suggestions and joined the debrief afterwards.
Prince William – I did enjoy the command exercise outside.  I wasn’t as good as I thought I was going to be, in fact my report from Sandhurst would have told everyone exactly how bad I was, but I tried my hardest, the guys were all over it, and the girls, they were brilliant, they knew what they were doing.  Lots of shouting going on, I was trying to get my word in edgeways, but there was lots of talking over the top of it, so I was like, ‘I‘ll just take a back seat’, but no they were brilliant and they knew what they were doing.  I said to them that the biggest pressure they are ever going to have was a command task in front of about 300 people, with all the cameras and everything, but they did really well and they loved it, and they told me to calm down and stop being so pathetic, so that was fine!
At the end of the visit Prince William greeted as many people as possible who were visiting the Tower of London that day, and met visitors from all over the world.
Visitor: Hi! (about daughter) She was really waiting to see you.
Prince William:  I don’t know about that!  Are you having a nice day?  Is Mummy looking after you?
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
