Jeff Hubbard:  I have been coming here in order to just get a feel for the place and to feel totally at ease, and there’s part of me says that this is just me photographing a guy.  Do you know what I mean?  And I can deal with the other stuff, and Prince William is a cool guy, he will come across as just a photographic subject I am sure.

Prince William:  What do you like about it most?

Rankin:  You feel as though he is actually talking to you with his eyes.  You feel like there is actually something going on.

Rankin:  Everything is going well, it’s good yeah, he’s really nice easy going and Jeff is comfortable, Jeff’s leading the show, it’s good.

Prince William: That’s quite bright!  You have got an interesting face Jeff!  I would say good-looking but that would go too far!

Rankin:  The diptych is the idea that you take two images but you specifically shoot them to combine them.


Jeff Hubbard: The thing is finding the way to bring those photos together. 

Rankin:  Making it feel right.
Jeff: Get the photos so that the subjects appear to be relating to each other, finding a way to make the whole thing merge into one almost, even though it is two photographs.

Rankin:  The Prince was really enjoying using the camera for the first time.  

Chris Jackson, Getty Photographer: Yeah they worked well as a team ,especially the shot where they were both behind each other and swopping around.  It just gave the whole shoot a really free and relaxed feeling.  

Jeff: I actually thought yes I was probably the better model and, from where I was sitting in the chair being photographed, he looked like a great photographer to me.  He was moving around, getting in there, all he wanted to do was press that shutter button.  But we have got the diptych now that’s the important thing.  I thought that worked alright, I think that was nice.  

Rankin:  We have also got some great single portraits of each of them.
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
