Craig Warkman, Business Connector, BITC:  "I've been spending a lot of my time at the moment on a project with Middlesbrough Council and the West Middlesbrough Neighbourhood Trust to re-open the Corner Emporium. It's an incubation enterprise zone for businesses to test trade in a period between 6 and 12 months with a view to then moving on in to their own units within the high street, which means we will then start to regenerate the high street, open up the closed units and also allow other people to back fill spaces and allow them to test trade and start up in business.
"We're really very excited to have The Prince of Wales come along and open up the Corner Emporium this morning, what it will do for us is really boost business, it will have everyone from the area around and so the footfall coming though the centre will be fantastic and it really will give a massive boost to the businesses so we are really proud the Prince of Wales has come to open it up."

Bernadette Sows Smith, owner of Diamond Heaven:  "My business is Diamond Heaven, which is a range of diamond and crystal embellished accessories. I've been wanting to open a retail shop and then this opportunity came along with the Corner Emporium and it's just amazing timing for my business being before Christmas as well and it's juts going to be a fantastic stepping stone to get my business off the ground."
The Fairbridge Centre
Moving on to The Prince's Trust Centre at Fairbridge The Prince met young people whose lives have been turned around by the charity, by taking part in its development programmes.

Nicole, Newcastle Development Programme, Fairbridge:  "Hi, I'm Nicole, I'm 20-years-old and I've done Newcastle at Fairbridge. I started Fairbridge in February, I'd been struggling from a young age. They helped us by seeing the positive things in my life and not being negative. They've helped us cook healthy meals and talk to other people, helped us admit I had a problem and how to deal with it and how to move on with it. Now I'm off anti-depressants, I'm in full-time education, I'm studying four A-Levels, I'm doing Psychology, Sociology, Combined English and Drama. Next year I'm going to university to study Psychology because I want to help teenagers with mental illnesses like myself."
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
