Transcript – START, the Royal Tour, Nottingham and Birmingham

Accompanied by Gregory Barker Minister of State for Energy and Climate Change, The Prince also met a local resident who had had solar panels fitted to her roof.
After chairing a wash-up meeting with business leaders on the Royal Train, The Prince arrived in Birmingham where he visited the ThinkTank.
After viewing an exhibition of sustainable projects and met schoolchildren from Cardinal Wiseman School in Coventry – the school won the Department of Children, Schools and Families award for sustainable schools. 
The Prince attended a meeting hosted by BT and listened to children setting challenges for the business leaders assembled there.
Outside, The Prince met Gabi Roslin, Roger Saul and Kevin McCloud who were driving two electric sports cars to London, to race the Royal Train back to the capital.
