Their Royal Highnesses were visiting to show their support for the ongoing regeneration of the area.

Together The Prince and The Duchess chatted to shop owners and stallholders.  They also received an enthusiastic welcome from visitors to the market, even posing for photographs.  

On Electric Avenue, The Duchess showed her support for a local scheme aimed at keeping the money of local residents within the community by exchanging ten pounds in sterling for a special Brixton ten pound note, which is accepted by 170 stores in the area. 

With the Brixton money Her Royal Highness purchased a box of mangoes from stallholder Derek Chung.
Afterwards Their Royal Highnesses dropped in to The Railway Hotel, which is being restored by The Brixton Community Trust.

The Trust is a consortium of community groups and one business, which was set up in 2008 by His Royal Highness’s charity, The Prince’s Regeneration Trust, as part of The Prince’s commitment to community-led regeneration.
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
