Transcript – The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of Cornwall visit Derbyshire
The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of Cornwall visited Derbyshire to see a number of different projects and exhibitions today.
Beginning the visit by officially opening the JCB Academy, Their Royal Highnesses met students and staff during a tour of the building.
The Academy is the first school of its kind in the UK to educate 14 to 19 year olds with a focus on engineering.
On leaving the academy, their next stop was the Royal Crown Derby, where The Prince and The Duchess opened a Titanic exhibition called “History on a Plate.”

The exhibition commemorates the 100th anniversary of the launch of the RMS Titanic.

The Prince and The Duchess toured the factory meeting staff who were hand painting pieces of china, before giving the craft a go themselves.

After they had met staff, Their Royal Highnesses were shown commemorative wedding china designed for Prince William and Catherine Middelton’s wedding, before signing a guest book and officially opening the exhibition.

Later in the day, The Prince visited the Brown family at Bluebells Dairy, joining them for tea before going on a tour of the farm.

Rosemary Brown:  “Hello, my name’s Rosemary Brown, I’m the owner of Bluebell Dairy at Spondon on the outskirts of Derby. We’ve just had a fantastic visit from His Royal Highness, The Prince of Wales. He seemed so genuinely interested, which was lovely to talk to somebody with so much knowledge and interest. We thoroughly enjoyed it, he made us feel so comfortable in the kitchen and chatted to the whole family, and made us all feel so at ease.”
The Brown family have been making ice cream from milk produced by their cows since 2008. 

For The Prince’s visit, Bread and Butter Pudding was flavour of the week, and The Prince saw how it was made before trying some from the counter in the farm shop.

Ending the day, The Prince visited Cromford station, meeting the people who have been involved in its recent renovation before unveiling a plaque to mark the occasion. 
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
