Transcript – The Prince of Wales presents operational medals to Commando Helicopter Force personnel for service in Afghanistan

Servicemen and women of the Commando Helicopter Force were presented with medals from The Prince of Wales today, for their service in Afghanistan. 

Service personnel marched into Clarence House from Wellington Barracks, before The Prince awarded them with their medals.

The Prince is Admiral of The Royal Navy.

Meeting the service personnel, The Prince handed them their medals individually. 

Commando Helicopter Force is an elite aviation group of four Naval Air squadrons and has been involved in frontline operations since the First Gulf War in 1991.

One of the servicemen awarded with a medal today, was Lieutenant Jim Shattock.

Lieutenant Jim Shattock:  “It was a real honour and privilege to receive The Prince of Wales here at Clarence House. Commando Helicopter Force have been in Afghanistan for over three years now, so many of us have done several tours and going back out again. It’s great to be recognised in this manner, we are very lucky.”

After The Prince had awarded the medals, he joined the service personnel in prayer.

A reception was also held at St. James’s Palace, during which The Prince met with the service personnel and their families.
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
