Transcript - Inauguration of Tsunami memorial

The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of Cornwall attended a ceremony to mark the inauguration of a memorial to the British victims of the 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami.
The natural disaster caused devastation in the region and killed around 225,000 people.
The Prince of Wales visited Sri Lanka in 2005 to meet those affected and was deeply moved by what he saw there.
At the Natural History Museum in London, where the memorial is situated, Their Royal Highnesses met bereaved families and representatives of Tsunami Support.
Michael Holland, who was married to the daughter of actor Richard Attenborough, lost his wife, daughter, and mother in the devastating floods.

Michael Holland:  "It is one of the great myths in the English language, that time is a great healer.  Time gives us perspective,  and over time we learn to recognise the onset of those crushing emotional swings before being overwhelmed.  We learn to manage the grief and pain which binds us all here today.  But it never leaves us, nor would we wish it to.  It is our connection with those we have loved and lost."

His Royal Highness laid a wreath and a minute's silence was observed.
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
