The Redcar Steelworks
The Redcar community faced problems last year, when the steelworks was mothballed, leading to huge numbers of unemployment in the area. 

The works, now reopened, has the second largest blast furnace in Europe.
At The Prince's suggestion, a new scheme for young cadets from local schools was launched to increase their understanding of how businesses work. 

Arran Fewtrell, Course Leader on the Steelworks Cadet Scheme: "There are five schools on the course, all local to the region, and the kids have come initially not really sure what they were going to get and they've come on the course and you can see every time they visit somewhere new or they've connected with something we're doing, they've grown in confidence and a lot of them are talking about whether there might be a chance in future to work in the steel industry so it's been received really well. 
Lewis Caddy, Trainee on the Cadet Scheme:  "As part of the training we've been learning about all the steel-making, how it's processed, and what machines they use."

Ending the day in Redcar, The Prince saw how the community is engaging with young people developing their skills.
