Transcript - Business in the Community: Promoting responsible business

Stephen Howard, Chief Executive of Business in the Community: "Hello I'm Stephen Howard, I'm the Chief Executive of Business in the Community, and we are a business-led, values-driven movement of businesses focusing on responsible business; what does it mean to be a responsible business in today's society? 

"The Prince of Wales has been our President for 25 of our 28 years of existence, and he has been a vocal champion and leader in this space throughout."
Business in the Community has a number of programmes that it uses to promote responsible business, many of which The Prince has initiated himself. 

One of these programmes, is Business Action on Homelessness, which supports homeless people, and offers them the skills and training they need in order to gain employment. As a result, over 2,000 people have gone back into work.

Steve Quinn, Director, City Dining:  "At Arlington, we train trainees who come through various pathways into Arlington. They can be Arlington residents or from other sheltered accommodation, and what we do is we've designed a lifestyle catering course and a Level One NVQ course which they can move onto once they've got the basic life skill, food preparation, food service skills.

Hanad Essese, Student on the City Dining course: "I've been an Arlington resident roughly for about eight months and I just started this course about three weeks ago.  It's helping me in many ways, for example how to cook and experience, and also what I'm looking for is employment, I've been looking for employment for some time. Most definitely I'm trying to look for my experience to take me to future employment in catering."
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
